The M. Phil course in Gandhian Studies Centre is planning to conduct a course
coveringlone academic session. Admission would be open to post-Graduate students of
Political Science, History, Sociology, Economics, Philosophy, Psychology and other
disciplines =~ having soms interest in Mahatma Gandhi’s life philosophy  and
praxiology.

The minimum eligibility for admission is 55% marks at the Post-Graduate
Examination. Admission to this course would be done in accordance with University

rules and regulations.

The course would be of Two Semesters. Semester I would comprise of four
papers, first and second paper would be compulsory. The candidate will have to select
any one optional paver cut cf the rest which would be available subject to the
avaiiability of teaching faculty. The fourth paper, is compulsory, would be on the
review of literature regarcing the subject on which the candidate will write dissertation
in the II Semester. The second Semester would again comprise of two compulsory
papers and one optional paper. The dissertation will be compulsory as the equivalent

of the fourth paper.
